If you have a garden, make sure to secure it with a fence, because dogs can run away and remember to pay
special attention to any risks such as the presence of parasites and ticks, and poisonous flowers/fruits that
could be toxic to the dog if ingested. The garden should never be an alibi for not letting the dog out.
Dogs that live in an house with a garden shouldn't be prevented from going out on the street as they have the

Sleeping in the garden is not an optimal condition for a dog, even if it is used to live outside. Dogs

should sleep at home because they suffer from cold, and even more they suffer from loneliness and
may not feel safe. If this is not possible, you must ensure a warm, quiet and silent kennel and always

take into account potential risks associated with living in an outdoor area such as the presence of
parasites and ticks and poisonous flowers/fruits.

It's very important to teach your dog to tolerate loneliness. You should create a safe and quiet environment where
you can leave your dog when it is left alone.
Some dogs could suffer loneliness more due to abandonment, personality or past experiences.

In these cases, it is advisable to contact professional figures such as veterinarians with experience in behavior, dog
instructors, dog kindergartens, who can take care of your dog without increasing its suffering related to your
absence.

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How to make a right match?

Our experimental project

Several scientific articles are dedicated to the study of the level of satisfaction of the human-dog bond, based on evidence that not
all relationships are functional.

Recent studies have shown how the match between the dog’s personality traits with the owner’s personality traits plays a role of
fundamental importance.

In our vision, an accurate screening tool,- able to combine socio-demographic and behavioural characteristics of the human
together with those of the dog-, may direct the future owner to a better conscious choice.

To build the “match” questionnaire we based on two main articles: The Relationship between Personality Match and Pet
Satisfaction among Dog Owners (Curb et al., 2013) and Dog and owner demographic characteristics and dog personality trait
associations (Kubinyi et al., 2009)

The first article attempts to reconstruct the dog’s personality in 8 traits, defining the micro behaviors observable for each
dimension.
The second article, instead, focuses more on the personality traits of the owner, having the BIG FIVE model as reference.
